Event Information

Set-up

Vendors are responsible for set-up of their own booth. Vehicles should be unloaded and relocated to designated parking area, with vendors set-up by 9:30 a.m. each morning, and by 3:30 p.m. on Fri.). No unauthorized vehicles will be allowed through the gate after these times! If you arrive late, you will not be permitted to set-up – no exceptions!  Set-up can begin Thursday evening at 4pm.

Teardown

Food vendors must serve the whole weekend. Please be prepared with plenty of food. Teardown on Sunday begins at 4 p.m. Vehicles will be allowed through the gates at 4:30 p.m.

Liability

The Ohio Pawpaw Festival and its organizers do not accept any responsibility for any injury, loss of damage to goods, displays, equipment or persons.

License and Permit Requirements

A Temporary Food Service Permit is required.  This cost is $50.00.  You are responsible for contacting the Athens County Health Department Sanitarian Adele Hansen at 740-592-4431 ext. 234 to obtain your permit.  A Mobile Food Service Permit may also be acceptable, however, it must be current & valid and you MUST contact Ms. Hansen to discuss this.  All vendors must display the permit in their booth.

Event Fees

Food Vendors $100.00 
        10% Gross Sales over $1,000

Includes a 10’ x 10’ space outdoors; you provide your own tent (which must be staked or weighted), table and chairs.

Food vendors are responsible for their own heating, cooling, cooking, and serving equipment (including  napkins, plates, utensils, etc).  Cooking equipment must pass local fire code safety standards.  This year, we will be providing ice if you indicate you would like some on this application (price will be included in your fee).

Electric

A LIMITED amount of electrical drops are available.  You must request electric (please specify voltage type needed) on your application!  If you get a drop, you will need your own extension cords. Back-up generators are encouraged.

Water

A LIMITED amount of water hookups are available.  You must request water on your application!  If you get a hookup, you will need your own splitter & food grade hoses.
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Ohio Pawpaw Festival

Special events at the festival include competitions for the best pawpaw, best pawpaw-related work of art, pawpaw cook-off, and the ever-popular pawpaw-eating contest. An energetic family environment is created by Kids Central, which provides a wide range of hands-on activities. The Main Stage is host to some of the best musicians and performers in our region. A full line-up of presentations and activities cover pawpaw growing, cooking, genetics, medicinal use and other topics related to sustainability.

Community Marketplace

The Community Marketplace is an eclectic mix of arts, crafts, pawpaw trees and other plants, commercial merchandise and community information. A panel of judges leads the selection process. Each year the festival grows larger and more diverse making the judging process more difficult. We have experienced over 5,500 visitors who spent over $50,000. An estimated 15-20% of those visitors came from outside the region. As a vendor, you will be able to market your product to people from all over the country. Please read this application carefully, fill it out legibly, describe your booth in detail and review the support material checklist to ensure that your submission is complete.

General Rules and Regulations

· All food vendors at the festival are required to include one entry (complete with title, & ingredients/recipe), with a sample for judging, in the pawpaw cook-off and to have plenty of samples of that entry for sale to the public.  (Many festival-goers are also looking for pawpaw foods they can take home with them, i.e., jarred products and baked goods.) For information on acquiring fresh pawpaws or frozen pawpaw pulp, please call Integration Acres at 740-698-6060.

· All food vendors are encouraged to recycle and compost.  Recepticles are available, please encourage customers to use them!  Please keep recycling sorted and separated from trash.

· Sale items cannot include the Ohio Pawpaw Festival or Lake Snowden name or logo.

· Vendors are expected to bring trash bags.  Vendors are expected to keep their area clean throughout the festival and to remove ALL debris from their area at tear-down.

· No pets are permitted.  Exceptions are made for the use of service animals by a person with a disability.

· No radio or boom box.

· Do not leave your booth unattended.

· You may NOT share your booth.

· Festival organizers will collect 10% of your daily gross sales beginning at 9:00am (from the day before) and 4 p.m. Sunday.

· All glass bulb lights must be shielded or caged.

· All sales must be made from inside your booth area.  You may not roam the grounds to solicit sales.

· Winning the competition is quite prestigious and is great advertisement for you and your business!
